Reprinting Vetstar Drug Information Documents
1. Access a patient account on the Client/Patient Processing Screen that has had the drug ordered in Vetstar.
2. Access the Patient (Procedure) History screen using one of the following methods:

· Click on the History icon at the bottom of the Home screen. [image: image1.png]History




· Type ph into the Command field following by the Enter key. [image: image2.png]



3. All of the procedures entered for the patient will appear in reverse chronological order. 
4. If the procedure has an associated document, a Y will be present in its “D” (document) field.

5. Use the arrow keys or mouse to access the D field on the line containing the procedure that has the associate document that you would like to print.

6. "Enter 'y' to reprint document associated with this procedure upon exit" will display at the bottom left of the screen when you are in the D field.
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7. RE-Enter a Y into that field (over-write the Y with another Y or y).

8. Exit the screen using any method (press the F3 or Esc key, or click on the Cancel, Home, Green Arrow, or Red Arrow icons). You may have to press a key more than once to exit. 
9. The report destination screen will appear. Press the Enter key to open the document in the Report Viewer (Vetstar code ‘rv’).
10. To print: click on the print icon or button, or press Alt/r. [image: image4.png]Amoxicillin
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
