BOOTH SPACE RENTAL
[bookmark: Text1][bookmark: _GoBack]This Booth Space Rental Agreement (“Agreement”) for the College of Veterinary Medicine Career Fair (“Event”) is between [VENDOR NAME] (“Vendor”) and the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois, a body corporate and politic of the state of Illinois, acting on behalf of its College of Veterinary Medicine (“Illinois”).
1. Event will be held at Illinois from 5:00 pm–7:00 pm on Wednesday, September 18, 2019.
2. For the Event, Vendor will pay or has paid either a non-refundable fee of $150 for a 2-foot x 6 table with two chairs. The rental fee also includes a parking pass for one standard reserved parking space where available at Illinois in Lot F27 on the Event day. Payment must be made via check payable to "University of Illinois," or online via the Veterinary Medicine Alumni Association (VMAA).
3. Vendor must set up booths between 4:30 pm and 5:00 pm on September 18, 2019. If Vendor fails to arrive in this timeframe, Vendor forfeits its booth, and the space may be resold. After load in, vehicles must be parked elsewhere as directed by Illinois. Vendor must be loaded out of Illinois by 7:30 pm September 18, 2019. Illinois is not responsible for any theft or damage that may occur.
4. Vendor is responsible for supervision of the assigned booth and merchandise during the operating hours of Event, including load in and load out. Illinois is not responsible for any theft or damage that may occur.
7. Vendor is responsible for booth space set up. Nothing can be taped, tacked, or otherwise fastened to the walls, ceiling, chandeliers, or floors.
8. Illinois reserves the right to approve the types of items being sold by Vendor. In accordance with University of Illinois policy, the following items may not be sold: (a) animals (e.g., pets, service); (b) weapons (e.g., guns, bows and arrows, swords); (c) fire, flames and sparks; and (d) items bearing the Chief llliniwek trademarked symbol or other Native American representations.
9. Vendor is responsible for all monetary exchanges associated with its merchandise, including but not limited to the collection and payment of taxes associated with all merchandise sales as required by Illinois law.
10. All unsold merchandise will remain the property of Vendor.
11. Vendor represents that the items offered for sale, if any, are original or that Vendor will obtain all clearances or licenses necessary to offer the items for sale. Vendor represents that the items offered by Vendor at Event do not infringe the intellectual property rights of others, including copyrights and trademark rights. Vendor shall pay all royalties and other payments required to be paid on items subject to third party intellectual property rights to insure that the University of Illinois is held harmless from all such liabilities and any other payments for liabilities connected with Event.
12. Vendor represents that it has complied with all applicable domestic and foreign customs and export/import laws in connection with its sale of items at the Event.
13. If either Illinois or Vendor are unable to fulfill their obligations due to damage or destruction of Event location by fire, national or local calamity, or any unforeseen occurrence rendering the event impossible (such as strikes, riots, war, or verified serious illness requiring hospitalization of Vendor), neither Illinois nor Vendor shall be held legally responsible for any damages arising from the cancellation of Event.
14. If Vendor is an individual, Vendor certifies that he or she is not in default for a period of six months or more in an amount of $600 or more on the repayment of any educational loan guaranteed by the Illinois State Scholarship Commission made by an Illinois institution of higher education or any other loan made from public funds for the purpose of financing higher education (5 ILCS 385/3).
15. Vendor will not consume alcoholic beverages during load in, the Event, breaks, or load out. Vendors who possess, consume, or show signs of recent consumption of alcohol will be immediately dismissed from the premises.
16. Smoking is prohibited indoors and outdoors on all campus property at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, in University of Illinois-owned vehicles, and in privately owned vehicles parked on campus property. The advertising, sale, or free sampling of tobacco products also is prohibited on campus property (http://cam.illinois.edu/v/v-B-2.1.htm).
17. Unless a University of Illinois-approved exception is indicated below, Vendor certifies that it is properly insured in the amount of $1 million combined, single-limit coverage for liabilities that Vendor might occur in connection with Event, including liabilities arising from any vehicle/equipment being used at the Event. Upon request, Vendor shall provide a certificate of insurance in the minimum amounts.
a. Insurance coverage may be obtained privately or through a program accessible through the University of Illinois Office of Risk Management. The program is called TULIP (Tenant User Liability Insurance Plan) and can be found online at https://www.treasury.uillinois.edu/risk_management/tulip. 
18. Vendor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois and its employees and agents against all loss, damage, and expense, including attorney fees, that they may sustain or become liable for on account of injury to or death of persons, or damage to or destruction of property arising out of the actions or omissions of Vendor, its subcontractors, or individuals working or volunteering on Vendor’s behalf at the Event.
19. Vendor certifies that it shall conduct its activities at the Event in full compliance with all applicable laws. Illinois may remove any Vendor from Event if Vendor, Vendor’s subcontractors, or anyone working for or volunteering on behalf of Vendor violates this Booth Space Agreement.
20. Facsimile signatures shall constitute original signatures for all purposes.
